Had a year off due to serious illness but determined to
keep riding, | had lessons to start again but broke my back on a loan horse. | eventually
bought another horse but discovered that my nerve was no longer up to jumping above
about 50cm.She started rearing so Moved yards to get help and made some progress on
the flat but after 5 falls (one on concrete) was persuaded to sell her back into a jumping
home. Sold my car and found a young horse to train for dressage. With a great trainer and
lots of hard work we've now started prelims to get her used to everything and although
